What is Fellowship?

— Definition - “Joint participation toward a common goal.”
 other words associated: communion, partake, accord

—Whatever it is the church continued in it.
o Acts 2:42

o Galatians 2:9
e 1John 1:3-7
e 2 Corinthians 6:14-16

— Let’s sum up these five verses.

¢ \We have fellowship with one another, the apostles, the Father and His Son only by walking in the light.

o We are called into fellowship with Jesus.

¢ \We have fellowship when we give our money to a common cause.

¢ We have fellowship when we are working together toward a common goal.

¢ What do these things have to do with eating a meal? Was Jesus in fellowship with sinners when he ate with them?
That was the accusation of the Pharisees against Him. But we Know this was not true for Jesus was separate from
sinners. Hebrews 7:26
