Minister With God Given Ability

e 1 Peter4:11 “... If anyone ministers, let him do
It as with the ability which God supplies, ...

« Minister = generally to render service In a
variety of ways either at someone’s behest or
voluntarily and frequently with suggestion of
movement. (BDAG), This word Is a form of the
word deacon. It Is often translated ““serve” In
the NT.



Giving with Liberality

Rom 12:8 “... he who gives, with liberality; ..

Glves = metadldoml ~ give (a part of) |mpart share
(BDAG); “to give a share of, impart” (meta, “with”), as

distinct from “giving.” (Vmes)

— Glving = didomi ~ this is the root of 6 different words
used in the N'T for giving which each has its own
special meaning.

Liberality = haploteti ~ In our literature especially of

personal integrity expressed in word or action simplicity,

sincerity, uprightness, frankness (BDAG)

The Interpretation generosity, liberality has frequently
been proposed for Rom 12:8; 2 Cor 8:2; 9:11, 13 but this
sense Is In dispute, and It Is probable that meaning 1 in
the sense of sincere concern, simple goodness is
sufficient for all these passages. (BDAG)
