Speak As The Oracles of God

be done for edification."

Minister With God Given Ability

e 1 Peter4:11 “... If anyone ministers, let him do
It as with the ability which God supplies, ...

« Minister = generally to render service In a
variety of ways either at someone’s behest or
voluntarily and frequently with suggestion of
movement. (BDAG), This word Is a form of the
word deacon. It Is often translated ““serve” In
the NT.



Show Mercy With Cheerfulness

e Jude 22-23 "And have mercy on some, who are
doubting; save others, snatching them out of the
fire; and on some have mercy with fear, hating
even the garment polluted by the flesh. " NASB95

* Jude 22-23 "And on some have compassion,
making a distinction; but others save with fear,
pulling them out of the fire, hating even the
garment defiled by the flesh." NKJV

* Cheerfulness is the attitude that says you are glad
to do something with your whole heart. There Is
no part of you that is bothered or upset in what
you are doing.
