Jesus Explains The True Vine
John 15:1-10 " “I am the true vine, and My Father is the 
vinedresser. Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit He takes 
away; and every branch that bears fruit He prunes, that it may bear 
more fruit. You are already clean because of the word which I have 
spoken to you. Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear 
fruit of itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless 
you abide in Me. “I am the vine, you are the branches. He who 
abides in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me you
can do nothing. If anyone does not abide in Me, he is cast out as a 
branch and is withered; and they gather them and throw them into
the fire, and they are burned. If you abide in Me, and My words 
abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for 
you. By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit; so you 
will be My disciples. “As the Father loved Me, I also have loved you; 
abide in My love. If you keep My commandments, you will abide in
My love, just as I have kept My Father’s commandments and abide 
in His love."



Abide in Jesus v.5
Colossians 1:21-23 "And you, who once were alienated and 
enemies in your mind by wicked works, yet now He has reconciled 
in the body of His flesh through death, to present you holy, and
blameless, and above reproach in His sight— if indeed you continue 
in the faith, grounded and steadfast, and are not moved away from 
the hope of the gospel which you heard, which was preached to 
every creature under heaven, of which I, Paul, became a minister."
Hebrews 3:12-15 "Beware, brethren, lest there be in any of you 
an evil heart of unbelief in departing from the living God; but 
exhort one another daily, while it is called “Today,” lest any of you 
be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin. For we have become
partakers of Christ if we hold the beginning of our confidence 
steadfast to the end, while it is said: “Today, if you will hear His 
voice,Do not harden your hearts as in the rebellion.”"



Bear Much Fruit v.8
Mark 4:20 "But these are the ones sown on good ground, 
those who hear the word, accept it, and bear fruit: some
thirtyfold, some sixty, and some a hundred.”"
Galatians 5:22-23 "But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, 
peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 
gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law."
Romans 7:4-5 "Therefore, my brethren, you also have 
become dead to the law through the body of Christ, that you may 
be married to another—to Him who was raised from the dead, 
that we should bear fruit to God. For when we were in the flesh,
the sinful passions which were aroused by the law were at work 
in our members to bear fruit to death."



Keep His Commandments v.10
Psalm 119:98 "You, through Your 
commandments, make me wiser than my enemies; 
For they are ever with me."
2John 4-6 "I rejoiced greatly that I have found 
some of your children walking in truth, as we 
received commandment from the Father. And now I 
plead with you, lady, not as though I wrote a new 
commandment to you, but that which we have had 
from the beginning: that we love one another. This is 
love, that we walk according to His commandments. 
This is the commandment, that as you have heard 
from the beginning, you should walk in it."
