The First Pillar of Faith

ÁThe Creed (Shahada)

ÁñIlaha illa Allah. Muhammad rasul Allah.ò

ÁñThere is no God but Allah. Muhammad is the 
messenger of Allah.ò

ÁThis would be spoken to a baby of muslim parents 
the day he was born and would be repeated to him 
throughout his life. He must memorize it in Arabic 
and he should repeat it daily for all his life.

ÁIn an Islamic country if this baby ñconvertedò to 
another religion he would be executed.

ÁThis is the first pillar of Islamic faith

ÁBut is it true? The muslim boy above cannot 
question this without threat to his life.

ÁñYou have indeed in the Messenger of Allah an excellent 
exemplar for him who hopes in Allah and the Final Day, 
and who remembers Allah muchò (surah 33:21)



The Life of Muhammad

ÁBorn about 570 AD in Mecca.

ÁRaised by an uncle from 8 on, by his 

grandfather from 6-8, after his father Abdullah 

dies before his birth and his mother Amina 

dies when he is 6 years old.

ÁHe marries a wealthy older widow (Khadija) 

who had supported his trade caravan to syria. 

Khadija dies when he is fifty. Later he has 

eleven other wives and concubines, the 

youngest of whom is 9 years old when the 

marriage is consummated.



Called by Gabriel?

ÁBecause of his wealthy wife, Khadija, he has 15 
years leisure to meditate.

ÁWhen he is 40, he becomes convinced that the 
angel Gabriel calls him to be the last and most 
authoritative prophet.

ÁHis first thought is that an evil spirit or jinn had 
possessed him. He told Khadija his experience; 

ÁéThen he went to Khadija and said ñCover me! 
Cover me!ò They covered him till his fear was over 
and after that he told her everything that had 
happened and said, ñI fear that something may 
happen to me.ò Khadija replied, ñNever! By Allah, 
Allah will never disgrace you. é (hadith 1.1.3)
