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A According to Muslim tradition, the revelation was sent
down to the lowest of seven heavens during month of
Ramadan and then revealed to Muhammad by the
angel Gabriel (surah 25:32).

A Because they believe it is an exact dictated revelation,
they kiss the book, place It to their forehead and put it
on the highest shelf in the house.

A Medina Period (623-632) i They deal mainly
with government and ethics.

Therefore it was decided to compile
all his revelations together, then his secretary, Zaid ibn
Thabit, was chosen to collect and compile them.
